Membership 
 
As a member of the Club you are required to meet the following criteria, as defined in the Club Con-
stitution, within any financial year, 1st July to 30th June. 
 

Shall be financial. 
Shall attend at least three club meetings, held monthly. 

Shall travel on at least two club runs. 

Shall be a member for six months before applying for historic registration. 

Shall present historically registered vehicles annually for inspection, usually on a desig-

nated day. 
 
Failure to meet these requirements will void your Membership of the Club and cancellation of your 
historic registration. 

Historic Registration 
 
When restoring your vehicle, remember the vehicle shall be kept as close to original as possible with 
the only variations allowed being those available by the vehicle manufacturer at the time of manufac-
ture. 
Historically registered vehicles shall be inspected annually by the Falcon Car Club to ensure contin-

ued compliance. 

 

It is the responsibility of all members of this club who hold historic registration to inform themselves 

of the South Australian Rules and Regulations regarding this privilege. 

 

Failure to abide by these rules and regulations may jeopardise the Federation, Our Club and

It was always a gleaming example and immaculately presented. He found it quite interesting 

to see so many people walk right past mint condition GT's and come over to him to discuss 

this old but original dinosaur.  It was decided to leave this old girl completely original with 

the 3 speed column manual and AWA pull-out "picnic" radio. 

  

 



 

 

 

He recently added an XT to his collection, this one was going to be a bit more of a project, a 

302 Windsor was collected and it was only ill health over the last 12 months which stopped 

this progress.  

 

He really loved, tough V8 Fords, and in last few years enjoyed going on cruises in his old
